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Put :these 2D objects in order of stability'/, from
most stable to least stable.

Think about the angle you would have to tilt
the object before it toppled.

Stability

If most objects are tilted, they will eventually
topple over.

The greater the angle you can tilt something
before it topples, the more stable it is.

An object will topple if the line of action of its
weight falls outside its base.
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
